The CAIU continues to identify new children for early intervention services.

 
April 2020, 80 new children were identified

May 2020, over 100 children were identified

June 2020, 87 children were identified 

Aggregate Child Count for 2019-2020 school year:   2596 children served 

        (An increase of 186 more children from the 2018-2019 school year.) 

Cheryl Gundrum reported referrals are increasing.  Working with Healthy Start and doing family trainings in the month of July.    Kelly Hansen reported that there have been 3-5 families participate weekly for Healthy Start Family. 
Brittany Stough-Early Intervention Specialists-have been contacting childcare settings and have been making masks for children.  They have made 200 children masks, and 300 adult masks.   During the visits, Brittany and her staff talk about early intervention services.   If centers need any masks, please be in touch with Brittany Stough at EIS. 
Cumberland/Perry-initially referrals were down when COVID started and Service Coordinators called local physicians to share that they are taking referrals.
